ST. CLAIR SHORES CITY COUNCIL MEETING 

June 6, 2016
Regular Meeting of the City Council, held in the Council Chambers, located at 27600 Jefferson Circle Dr., St. Clair Shores, Michigan.

1. CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Walby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Ms. Kotowski, City Clerk, called the roll and a quorum was present.  The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.  
2. proclamations & presentations -
a. North Lake School Presentation
Chad Johnson, Principal of North Lake High School, said the basis of their existence is designed as a credit recovery program working with St. Clair Shores Adult and Community Education.  It is for students that have fallen behind or given up on the process of obtaining a high school diploma.  Their focus is on the consistency to hold students accountable for their actions and they teach them to trust themselves and gain confidence.  He has a great team to help the students in obtaining their diploma.
He spoke about implementing community service as part of students gaining their diploma. A few examples are that students started a group called Vets With Debts which runs a can and bottle drive to earn money for veterans who are struggling.  They participated in the St. Clair Shores Waterfront Cleanup, and helped build a Memorial Day Parade float.  
Students understand that they can get back into the traditional high school if they want or stay with North Lake High School.  The only difference between North Lake and a traditional high school is that North Lake High School requires students to take only the academic requirements from the State of Michigan.  In addition, they have put together  sports tournaments and a prom event for the approximate 150 students they have a year.  

Students need to shoot for at least a 2.0 grade point average and for the students who do, they have an honor roll dinner for them.   
Mayor Walby said North Lake High School is a big asset to have in our City and Mr. Johnson has a lot of passion for the students.    

Mr. Johnson mentioned that their motto at North Lake High School is GRIT, Growing Respect & Integrity Together.  
b. Proclamation to School Crossing Guard Summer Bremer 
Mayor Walby presented the following proclamation to Summer Bremer:

Mayor Walby thanked the committee for all their work and said it was a flawless event.   

Mr. Rubello mentioned Music on the Lake at Veterans Memorial Park starts on Wednesday, June 8th and will run through August 10th.  

Fireworks in the Park will be on Friday, June 24th.  The rain out day will be June 25th.  Wrist bands can be purchased in advance for $2, or at the door for $3, and parking is $5.00.  They can be purchased at City Hall and Parks and Recreation.
Movies in the Park begin July 6th at Veterans Memorial Park.  

The St. Clair Shores 8th Annual City Wide Open House will be on June 12th from 12 noon – 5 p.m.  Lists to the Open Houses will be passed out at the local real estate offices, Keller Williams, Real Living Key Realty, Real Estate One, and ReMax.
3. AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION ON AGENDA ITEMS (2 MINUTE TIME LIMIT) 
Jim Goodfellow, St. Clair Shores resident, Items #5, #6a & #6b, #9a, #10i, said he hopes City Council approves the liquor license for Gaudino’s, and they approve the awnings for DeRonne True Value Hardware.  He hopes the emergency roof repair for the Fire Station will be done as soon as possible, and that the Fire Department medical supplies and City Clerk election supplies will be approved.
Bill Mutart, St. Clair Shores resident, Item #5, said Gaudino’s did not qualify for a liquor license under the old City ordinance so the City scrapped the old ordinance and wrote a new one.  He said this ordinance was changed for the benefit of one person.  He asked that City Council turn down the petition and reinstate the old ordinance.

John Meisner, St. Clair Shores resident, Item #6, said the awning facing the southeast corner is beautiful and the owner has put a lot of effort in restoring the store and property.  He said it was sad for him to see that the awning was denied and asked that City Council be positive on this issue.  
4. PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED FISCAL YEAR 2016–17 BUDGET AND MILLAGE RATE
a. Set Millage Rates for Tax Bills

The City recommends conducting the budget hearing as required and adopting the millage rates as presented which are lower than those published in the Notice of Public Hearing on the proposed FY 2016 – FY 2017 budget. This is based on the final Headlee rollback factor of .9891.

The public hearing on the proposed budget and the adoption of millage rates prior to adoption of the budget are required by State law.  Previous budget hearings were held with departments on April 25 and April 26, 2016.  
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The public hearing opened at 7:32 p.m.
There was no public comment. 
The public hearing closed at 7:33 p.m.

Mr. Haag said Headley caps property tax increases at the lower of 5% or the CPI.  Last year’s CPI was 3/10 of 1%.  The overall impact on the General Fund and the net impact of these factors is an increase in property taxes of $73,305 for the General Fund.  Impact to the average property owner is $44,412.00.  Based on the proposed levy of 21.2310 mills, the property tax would be $942.91, an $18.34 increase over last year.

b. Ordinance amendments to Water, Sewer and Storm Water with specific section references

The City recommends adopting the FY 2016-17 amendments to the utility rate ordinances 25.060 Chapter 31-6 (A)(b,e), 25.260 Chapter 34-10 (d), 25.113 Sec 3 and 25.114 Sec 4.
Based on the FY 2016-17 budget, attached are changes to the water, sanitary sewer and storm sewer ordinances.  Please note that the Wastewater Flow Surcharge is a charge that is passed through from the Detroit Water and Sewer Department (DWSD) without markup.  The proposed rates are based on an updated ten year rate study and capital project analysis that took into consideration the impact of recent changes that the Great Lakes Water Authority (GLWA) has made in their methodology and wholesale rates charged to the City. 

Mr. Haag said the increase of 7.2% is in water and sewer, and as a result of GLWA rate increases, there is no change for storm sewer.  The average current customer bill of 25 units is $269.69, and for next year it will be $288.44, a 7% increase.

Mr. Caron would like a couple things looked at including the amount of working capital SMSD needs to have on hand and how much emergency capital we should have on hand.  Approximately four years ago, the number for their emergency capital was $6 million.  At that time we had about $15 – $16 million in that fund.  We are trying to pay it down and get around the $6 million figure.  He asked if the $6 million figure is correct.  He said we need to be fiscally responsible in that area.
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Mayor Walby said an asset plan has been completed in 2015 for the Southeast Macomb Sanitary District and he will get Mr. Smith to distribute it. 

Mr. Caron indicated we are doing $3.6 million of water main replacements next year, and the $1.4 million sanitary sewer 10 Mile project rates need to be set if there is significant capital work.

Ms. Rusie stated over the years we made investments, infrastructure in the 10 Mile tank, and new water meters.  She asked how these investments that were made reflected in the proposed rate structure for the water.

Mr. Smith said there is a daily rate versus a peak rate and water loss is 10%, the same as last year, but down from when we had 18%.  With the new meters, we see a significant savings.  

Ms. Rusie read a statement indicating Highland Park Bad Debt Recovery is adjusted at 1.2% increase.  She asked why are we paying for another city that did not pay their bills to GLWA.  She asked that City Council be kept to date on this issue.

c. Adoption of FY 2016-17 Budget

The City Manager recommends adopting the FY 2016-17 budget by approval of the appropriation resolution.
In accordance with the City Charter and State law, the City must pass the attached appropriation resolution for the FY 2016-17 budget.  This budget is based on the millage rates just adopted in Item 4a.   

A recap of all of the proposed budget changes made by fund since the initial proposed version was distributed is also included here.  The changes to the General Fund budget resulted in a net increase to the General Fund balance of $946,994, however, this means the proposed budget still has a deficit of $4,342,536 that will reduce the fund balance, aka the ‘rainy day fund.’

Mr. Haag said the final budget has a total City wide revenue of approximately $95 million and expenditures of approximately $102 million, approximately a deficit of $6.49 million.  City wide, approximately $4.3 million of that deficit is being absorbed in the General Fund, specifically by the rainy day fund.  He said this is a status quo budget and there is no reduction in services or programs.

Approximately $1.5 million was taken out per City Council request for reductions in expenditures to General Fund budget.
Mayor Walby said he does not concur with all the capital that is sitting in the budget, but it will come back to City Council and at that point they will vote on it.  
Ms. Rusie asked about the increase in the City Attorney retainer and hourly rate.  The budget reflects the requested changes, but this needs to be approved by City Council and they need to a have discussions with Mr. Ihrie.  Mayor Walby stated he had two scheduled meetings with Mr. Ihrie, but had to cancel them.    
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Ms. Rusie does not feel comfortable in approving a budget with an increase that has not been approved by City Council.
Mr. Smith stated approving the budget does not automatically approve a salary increase for Mr. Ihrie.  
Mr. Caron agrees with Ms. Rusie and said that to be consistent with general employees, increases are not placed into the budget until they are approved by a contract.  

Mr. Caron asked what is the appropriate amount of the Fund Balance for this year.  Going into this fiscal year the budget is still a significant challenge.   
Mr. Vitale said he does not have a problem with an increase for Mr. Ihrie, but thinks they should discuss it.  

Mayor Walby asked that the issue of Mr. Ihries’s increase be placed on the June 20th agenda.

5. REQUEST FOR A NEW 2016 CLASS C LICENSED BUSINESS, GAUDINO’S LLC, LOCATED AT 27919 HARPER AVE., ST. CLAIR SHORES MI 48081, MACOMB COUNTY, MICHIGAN

The City recommends the approval of request from Gaudino’s for a new Class C License to be located at 27919 Harper Avenue, St. Clair Shores, Macomb County, Michigan 48081. Local legislative approval is required for approval for the issuance of a new license. 

City Ordinance requires the City Clerk to place on a Council Agenda the request for approval of an on premise Class C license within 60 days of filing the documents in her office. Their application was filed in my office on May 5, 2016. 

On May 2, 2016 City Council approved Planning Commission PPC160006 their request for site plan approval for interior and exterior renovations for their location. 

City Departments are reviewing the application and site as part of this application process and their Certificate of Occupancy requirements. As the location is still in the renovation process any outstanding items will be addressed in the Certificate of Occupancy process. 
They have completed the City’s application, provided necessary documents and included the $2500 application fee under the City’s Class C Ordinance which provides City Council background information to form a recommendation for this resolution approval request.

Mayor Walby said we did change the liquor license ordinance between 2007 and 2011 and requirements from 225 seats to a smaller number to include smaller venues coming into the City.  
Mr. Amato indicated that his current floor plan does meet the requirement of an occupancy of 100 people to obtain a liquor license and stated that in regards to the proper fire suppression system being updated, he met with Ms. Koto, Mr. Rayes, and the Fire Marshall and he decided with his architects to put a fire suppression system in.  

Mr. Caron stated the City is down to three Class C Liquor Licenses, and the surrounding communities have zero.  He thinks this is an advantage for the City and he is looking for a bigger business to give the liquor license to.  He mentioned there are plots of land available within the City to support a full service restaurant.  He does not think Gaudino’s warrants a liquor license to be successful.  

Mr. Vitale, Mr. Accica, Mr. Rubino, and Mr. Frederick indicated they are in favor of giving Guadino’s a liquor license application.
Ms. Rusie stated that this business is still under renovation, and asked how are we going to hold Mr. Amato accountable to having 100 seats. 

Mr. Ihrie said that once the final site plan is completed and reviewed, and it is determined they have 100 seats, he would qualify for a liquor license.  If this item is approved tonight with the understanding it will have 100 seats, he recommends the City enter into a contract with the petitioner with the understanding that should there not be 100 seats, there will be ramifications to return the license back to the City.  The City cannot make that a condition of granting the license, but can make it a condition of a contract.
Mr. Amato indicated he would make this type of condition.  

City Council had discussion regarding the conditions and restrictions of the contract and keeping the liquor license in the City of St. Clair Shores.   

Mr. Vitale said Mr. Amato is putting a lot of money into his business and he does not want to strip him of the value of the liquor license.  If he decides to sell the business, Mr. Amato should get his full market value for the liquor license.  He stated we are putting Mr. Amato under a lot and states he does not feel this is fair.  

Mr. Rubino mentioned that the City should not do anything over and above of what they made other businesses do.
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Mr. Ihrie said it seems that the goal is to keep the liquor license in the City of St. Clair Shores.  He stated that it used to be that City Council needed to approve the transfer of a liquor license, but today LCC rules states we do not have the right to approve, but can object to it.  The City is only entering into a contract which gives us the same  rights we had before LCC changed its rules.  Mr. Amato can sell the liquor license, but a contract can be written stating it will need to stay in the City of St. Clair Shores.  

Mr. Frederick stated that Mr. Amato can sell the business and after operating, sell the business to someone who can operate the business in that location and if the business closes, he can move the license to somewhere else in St. Clair Shores.  

Mr. Amato stated he would like to read the language of the contract.  

Mr. Ihrie stated that if the liquor license is approved, Mr. Amato will be a licensee to run the business as long as he wishes, he can sell the business and receive value for the liquor license, however, whoever he sells the license to must operate the business or use the license in the City of St. Clair Shores.  
Mr. Amato stated he would agree to this. 
Mr. Ihrie said that the contract will state that any transfer of this license to another licensee must be approved by City Council.  
Ms. Kotowski stated that historically LCC has not taken a resolution with any special conditions attached.    

Mr. Ihrie mentioned that the LCC will not uphold the contract.  Mayor Walby stated LCC will only receive the approval of the liquor license to Gaudino’s.   
Mr. Rubino stated that with the amount of money Mr. Amato is investing in the City.  He said with the amount of money he is investing, we are making a big deal over a $60,000 liquor license.  All he understood was that the license could not leave the City of St. Clair Shores and that is all we should care about. 
The contract will include verbiage stating the liquor license can stay within the City, but not necessarily at the current location, or can go into escrow for a reasonable period of time while something else is being developed.

Moved by Council Member Frederick, seconded by Council Member Rubino that the recommendation of the City Manager be approved by the adoption of the following resolution:

BE IT RESOLVED that the application from Gaudino’s LLC for a new Class C License to be located at 27919 Harper Avenue, St. Clair Shores, Macomb County, Michigan 48081, be approved.  It is the consensus of this body that it recommends this application be considered for approval by the Michigan Liquor Control Commission.

6. REQUEST FROM DAVID DERONNE, ON BEHALF OF DERONNE TRUE VALUE HARDWARE, TO APPEAL SIGN ARBITRATION DENIALS AT 28700 HARPER
a. Sign on Awning facing Bayside, exceeds signage allowed by Sign Arb. and valance is not 9” and pitch not 1 – 1.5”

b. Sign on Awning facing back parking lot, sign does not abut a road right of way and valance is not 9” and pitch not 1 – 1.5”

The City does not recommend approving the appeal of the sign arbitration denials for DeRonne True Value Hardware for awning signs that exceed allowable signage, exceed allowable valance size, exceed allowable pitch, and do not abut a road.

Agenda Item 6b (con’td)

The petitioner submitted sign permit applications on October 19, 2015.  They were reviewed and the petitioner was notified that additional information was needed.  On November 17, 2015 the petitioner submitted a letter voluntarily agreeing to forego the use of any A-frame signs in anticipation of obtaining sufficient signage on the building.  On November 20, 2015, additional information regarding the original permanent sign permits was supplied.  

On November 23, 2015 every sign permit was denied because it exceeded the allowable square footage or number for wall, window, or freestanding signs.  The petitioner requested to appear before the Sign Arbitration Board to obtain variances for a total of 28 separate signs.  No sign permits were submitted or issued for any awnings.

The Sign Arbitration Board approved, sometimes with modifications, 19 of the 28 requests.  During the Sign Arbitration Meeting, the petitioner agreed not to change or add to the signage unless a formal request was submitted to the Community Development Department.

On January 4, 2016, the petitioner received a Notice of Violation for the placement of several temporary signs including an inflatable, flags, and banners tied to the pole and on the building, and two A-frame signs on the property without a permit.  The petitioner had partially complied by January 11, 2016; however the two A-frame signs and temporary banner still remained, and no permit had been obtained for these temporary signs.

On January 13, 2016, the City Manager allowed the issuance of one A-Frame sign permit until March 1, 2016 displaying only a “Yes We’re Open Sign.”

On February 8, 2016 the petitioner received another Notice of Violation for erecting an awning without a permit or approval.  Additionally, the pitch of the awning and valance did not conform to the Harper Avenue Overlay Zone nor was a building permit or sign permit obtained for the awning. A Final Notice of Violation was issued to the petitioner on February 16, 2016. Due to continued non-compliance, on March 23, 2016 the petitioner was notified that a citation was being issued and appearance in court would be required.

On March 28, 2016 the petitioner applied to appear before the Sign Arbitration Board.  The petitioner was denied the requests at the April 28, 2016 Sign Arbitration Meeting.  The petitioner was notified of his ability to appeal the denial at the April 28th meeting.

On May 4, 2016 the petitioner was notified that his incomplete application to appear before City Council would prevent him from appearing at the May 16, 2016 City Council meeting; however the petitioner did submit the requisite information in time for the June 6, 2016 City Council meeting.

Mr. Smith stated they have been very accommodating to this business and gave them much more than the other business had.  The issue of ‘Family Owned and Operated since 1940’ on the awning was never brought up and the issue is that it is being made into signage in addition to what was already there that the Sign Arbitration Board has an issue with.  He then put the awning up with the signage without a permit and it was only after he was caught in the infraction, Mr. DeRonne came back to Sign Arbitration for the variance.
Dave DeRonne said they have an 18,464 sq ft building and have 1.65 acres of land.  The reason he had to apply for so many variances is because every word put out there is considered a separate sign.  He had to pay initially for a sign permit, and when they were turned down, he had to pay for each one to go before the Sign Arbitration Board.  He stated that you don’t pay for the square footage of a sign, but rather they draw a rectangle around the sign and all the air space is considered part of the sign.  
Mr. Ihrie said it’s a good idea to share with City Council what standards it must utilize in considering to approve, grant, or deny this appeal.  They are the three standards that Sign Arbitration was allowed to consider after the original sign requests had been denied.  These are non-temporary signs and they are as follows: 
1) Must consider whether because of the particular physical surroundings,  shape, or topographical conditions of the property, compliance with the provisions of the sign ordinance will result in a particular  hardship on the owner as distinguished from inconvenience or a desire to make more money.
2) Whether strict enforcement of the provisions of the sign ordinance would serve no useful purpose.
3) Whether a variance would be in the best interest of the City and not against the spirit and intent of this ordinance. 
Mr. Caron said with the condition of the building and layout, it is important to draw people to the entrance and taking this away creates a hardship for the business, the City taking it away does not provide any useful help for the business, and the wording on the awning is not against the spirit of the ordinance.  He believes the criteria can be justified to grant an appeal in this issue.  
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Mr. Rubino agrees with Mr. Caron.  He thinks paying $25 per sign for a variance is excessive and the City should look into that.  He says we have independent business people investing a lot money into the City and we are making it more difficult for them.  The Harper Overlay needs to be looked at to see if changes can be made so this doesn’t happen going forward.  Mr. DeRonne did a beautiful job with the building, but it was against the rules.  He said he has a hard time voting against something that enhances the City.  

Mr. Vitale said he has a problem with how this issue came about.  He is happy the Sign Arbitration denied the nine variances as it would have looked bad as signs would have been placed everywhere.    

Ms. Rusie said she agrees with Mr. Caron’s application of standards to the scenario and agrees with Mr. Rubino.  She is fine with this appeal, but would like to take another look at the Sign Ordinance.
Mr. Frederick and Mr. Caron stated they would also like to take another look at the Sign Ordinance.

Moved by Council Member Caron, and seconded by Council Member Frederick, to approve the appeal of the sign arbitration denial for the awning facing Bayside that exceeds allowable signage, exceeds allowable valance size, and does not conform to allowable pitch as recommended by the City Manager.

7. traffic control ordinance amendment 21.484 15B-54 (x) PARKING AT BLOSSOM HEATH.  There shall be no overnight parking at blossom heath located at 24800 jefferson avenue, as posted
The City recommends the approval of Traffic Control Ordinance Amendment 21.484 15b-54 (x) “PARKING AT BLOSSOM HEATH.  There shall be no overnight parking at Blossom Heath, located at 24800 Jefferson Avenue, as posted.  Vehicles parked overnight will be subject to impound.” (Reference MCL 257.252(d))

The City of St. Clair Shores Police Department, in order to properly facilitate city-sponsored events at Blossom Heath, is requesting that any overnight parking be prohibited in the parking lot where posted.  In the past, vehicles parked overnight in these lots have interfered with the functioning of these events. 

Mr. Rubino asked for the definition of what overnight means.  
Sgt. Conrad said any vehicle within the barricades that have been put up, the tires will be marked to determine if the vehicle was sitting there overnight.  Since Blossom Heath is a business, you could say between the hours of operation could mean overnight, or from dusk to dawn.  

Mr. Rubino asked what if someone has too much to drink and leaves a car in the parking lot, being a responsible driver.  He asked if this vehicle would be impounded.    

Mr. Smith said they are asking for this amendment in regards to the events the City has at this location and this signage will be on the days the business has events.
Mr. Rubino asked about fishermen who go out at 3 a.m. or 4 a.m. in the morning and stated he is just looking at problems that may arise.  
Mr. Smith stated the need to put up permanent and temporary signs, and barricades.

Mr. Walby said they did not have the authority to tow a car.
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Sgt. Conrad said this is not the intent to make it an every night issue, and the only two ways to impound a vehicle on public property is by the 48 hour rule where the vehicle has to be tagged with a 48 hour sticker and if the vehicle is not moved within that timeframe, it can be impounded, or have a specific ordinance which states as posted, vehicles cannot park overnight, and if a vehicle is in violation, it can be impounded.   

Mr. Rubino said he can only support this with adequate signage put out at least 24 hours before an event. 

Mayor Walby said they put ‘No Overnight Parking’ signs along Blossom Heath Boulevard, they had Parks & Recreation sent a letter to all boaters on Saturday, and they bring in a gate guard on Sunday to try and stop people from coming in.  
Sgt. Conrad said moving a vehicle from one area of the parking lot to another is not a viable option.

Ms. Rusie stated she is not comfortable with this issue given the plain language and a portion of the policy can change.

9. BIDS/CONTRACTS/PURCHASE ORDERS –
a. Request to award the bid for emergency roof replacement at the North Fire Station

The City requests approval to award the bid for a new roof at the North End Fire Station to J.D. Candler Roofing for $55,500.00

The roof of the North Fire Station, 31201 Greater Mack, started showing significant deterioration last summer.  We thought we would be able to keep up with the leaks, but they increased substantially from July through October.  We contacted a roofing company, who along with making several repairs, informed us that the deterioration would increase over the next several months.  We were fortunate to have a mild winter, which gave us a break on leaks from snow melting.

This spring, the roof leaks have increased with old and additional leaking.  Unfortunately, due to this occurring, the City is requesting that City Council approve the funding for a total replacement in advance of the 2016-17 budget, as an emergency repair/replacement.

The Fire Department placed an RFP request on MITN for the replacement of the North Fire Station roof in April.  This request was received by 191 companies and 11 companies viewed the solicitation.  Six roofing companies attended a mandatory walk-through meeting on April 19th.  At the April 26 bid opening, Bloom Roofing, of Brighton, was the low bid at $54,600.00.  However, this vendor did not want to do the job unless we added $15,000 in insulation.  Our city building inspector said this was not necessary.  As a result, J.D. Candler Roofing is actually the low bidder.

The City requests City Council approval of the bid of $55,500.00 from J.D. Candler Roofing.  Due to this being an emergency repair, we are requesting a budget amendment from the General Fund Contingency to the Fire Department Capital Outlay account for $55,500.00. 

Mr. Rubino stated the bidder we want to award did not sign the bid and the low bidder stated that they could not get a permit for a job without the proper insulation and code states it should be a certain way.  He asked if this was true.
Mr. Morehouse stated they do have a signed bid from that company they want to award and in regards to the insulation, there is all kinds of existing material that equates to our value based on the specifications put out for the 1½” insulation.  
Mr. Rubino said the existing code requires minimum 20 R-Value.  

Mr. Rayes stated that the Battalion Chief had a meeting with the building official and that it was reviewed and was acceptable.  

Mr. Smith said they do have it in writing that the City and building inspector said additional insulation was not necessary.  

Ms. Rusie asked if there was a signed document when the bid was opened and requested that bids and RFP’s require a signature.  

Chief Morehouse stated they received a signature after the bid was opened.

Moved by Council Member Rubino, and seconded by Council Member Frederick to approve the request to award the bid of $55,500.00 for roof replacement at the North Fire Station to J.D. 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b. Request to approve contract to renovate 2015 Tax Foreclosed Property at 20851 Maple

The City recommends the approval of the bid award to Complete Maintenance and Building Co., LLC, in the amount of $62,495.00 for renovations for 20851 Maple base bid (bids opened 04/19/16). 

The property was acquired through tax foreclosure in 2015.  There were five bids received.  The lowest bidder was Complete Maintenance and Building Co., LLC, in the amount of $62,495.00.  This contractor is currently renovating two tax foreclosed properties for the city.  One is 75% complete and the second is 40% complete.  Thus far the work is satisfactory.  The estimated value of the house is $87,500.00.  The acquisition costs to date ($14,161.00) and the renovation costs for a total $76,656.00.

The City recommends awarding the bid for the rehabilitation of a CDBG Homeowner Rehabilitation Project to Optimum Construction for required repairs.

HUD’s purchasing regulations for the CDBG program begin for purchases in excess of $100,000.  All purchases under $100,000 should adhere to the local jurisdiction’s procurement policies.  

The City Council action is an approval of the adherence to the city’s procurement policies.  Because the contract being approved is between the homeowner and the contractor, City Council may not change or alter the project.  Additionally, there are other federal guidelines that this program must adhere to, and in some cases, the City is required to award contracts to a certain bidder (lowest bidder, minority or women-owned business, low income company, etc).

An ongoing advertisement is posted on MITN inviting contractors to inquire about possible projects, and an advertisement is run in the newspaper every few months stating the same.  The Homeowner Rehabilitation Coordinator also uses an approved contractor list to solicit bids.

ES&S - The City purchased the M100 Voting System in 2002 from ES&S.  The purchase agreement included proprietary rights for ballot coding, licensing and ballot layout. The Secretary of State/Election Division “approved 
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ballot printing vendors” could have purchased licensing rights for the M100 Voting System, and have not done so. For this reason, ES&S is our sole source for ballot layout, and ballot coding.    

The State Elections Division just recently notified us that they are no longer programming the AutoMARK ADA units for the precincts, which has been reflected in the amount of this blanket purchase order. 

The Secretary of State Elections Division bid contract 071B1300333 (contract period 7/1/2011 to 6/30/2019) for the Extended Service, Maintenance and Warranty: Voting System, Hardware, Firmware and Software Agreements, provides us the best pricing for maintenance of our equipment.  

Election Source (Miller Consultants) - The State Election Division has released standards regarding election equipment programming, printing and testing. In 2013, the City’s Election Commission approved hiring Election Resource (Miller Consultants) to prepare and conduct the testing requirements on their behalf. The Election Commission has again hired Election Resource (Miller Consultants) to provide testing services for fiscal year 2016/17. They are able to provide this onsite testing for all 23 AutoMARK units, 33 M100 units for our 23 voting precincts and 23 absentee precincts in one business day.

PSI – City Council at the May 2, 2016 Meeting awarded the RFP for miscellaneous election printing/addressing from MITN purchasing cooperative to Printing Systems, Inc. for a 1–year term. The County will continue to use PSI for the 2016 calendar year’s 2 state elections and for consistency we are recommending their use. We also use this vendor for QVF forms and Absentee Voting materials with competitive pricing, and we will bring a future purchase order to Council once we have compared pricing.

· Ambulance Bill – Mr. Smith said this dates from a July 2012 ambulance ride.  The resident stated he was never contacted, but the City did contact him numerous times.  This issue stems from under Medicare regulations that a person needs to sign and acknowledge that they were taken on an ambulance ride.  This resident did not comply with these requests and for this reason the City had to take him to collections.  The City has since changed the billing company and the income tax garnishment was put in place by this company.  They cannot get Medicare to pay the bill because this happened so long ago and now it is the residents responsibility.  Mr. Smith stated they could write off the bill, but the City does not support this as every effort was made to comply with the billing requirement and every effort was made to communicate with him. 
· LED Lights – Mr. Ihrie is still working on this issue and should have a proposed ordinance in the next couple

of weeks.
· Kyte Monroe Parking Lot – the opening has been moved to June 27th.  Mr. Rayes said progress is going

well. 
· Veterans Memorial Park Restroom – Mr. Accica stated they are making progress.  
· Senior Center Renovation – Mr. Smith said they are waiting for the final specifications so City Council can review the final plans.  It goes to Planning Commission on June 14th and then to City Council on June 20th.

· St. Gertrude’s – the building will be coming down this week.  The church will be completed first, then the high school, and the grade school will be last.
· Civic Arena – the bleachers have been taken out and plumbing is in the process of being taken out.  Mr. Smith stated they have found a manhole under the bleachers. 

· TIP 2017, 2018, 2019 – Mayor Walby stated we have 9 Mile/Mack Drive, 10 Mile between Jefferson and Harper, and Martin Road between Little Mack and the highway.  Mr. Rayes stated Martin Road is on the current TIP and the others start in 2018.  Once approved, City Council spoke about swapping Martin and 9 Mile/Mack Drive in year order.  

· Chapaton Apartments – Mr. Rayes mentioned staff is meeting with their team on Monday to review drawings and plans.  

· Pegasus Restaurant – Mr. Rayes said he has not heard a final solution on Pegasus regarding the fire suppression system and the addition.

He asked if we are keeping an eye on the grass at the gas station on Corteville and Jefferson and mentioned that the cement area has weeds growing out of the rocks.  Mr. Smith said the grass is on the regular cut list and they will take care of the weeds issue.
He will send pothole addresses to Mr. Smith.

He wished Mayor Walby a Happy Birthday.

Council Member Caron mentioned that similar to Kyte Monroe, people are making their own parking spaces at Brys Park.

He thanked the Beautification Commission for the planting they have done around the City and thanked the Waterfront Committee volunteers that came out to clean all the beaches in the City.
