LARGE BRUSH DISPOSAL

* LARGE BRUSH COLLECTION is available for disposal of large pieces
of brush generated by non-commercial removal from a single-family
residential property. The program runs from April 1st to the second
Friday in December.

 LARGE BRUSH is defined as: pieces of brush longer than 4 feet in
length and no greater than 4 inches in diameter.

- To ensure service: YOU MUST CALL RIZZO BY 4PM THE DAY BEFORE
YOUR REGULAR SERVICE DAY (FRIDAY IF YOUR SERVICE DAY IS
MONDAY).

* MATERIALS NOT ALLOWED: No branches or limbs greater than 4
inches in diameter. No stumps, root or dirt balls. For the safety of
workers, all branches with thorns must be tied and bundled or
placed in lawn bags/YARD WASTE containers and set out with
normal yard waste (see guidelines above).
